As the year 2018 has passed, God enabled us to collect 156
shoeboxes which exceeded our goal. These shoeboxes went to
the countries of Angola, Southern Africa, Cameroon, Central
Africa, and Columbia, South America and to Hard to Reach
Areas.

The following is the testimony of a young girl in one of the Hard
to Reach Areas who received a shoebox:

There is one age group of children who get very
few shoe boxes. The age group is the girls and boys from 10 to
14 years of age.

We will focus in the month of January on soap and washcloths,
combs and brushes, deodorant, and toothbrushes.
