Diana grew up in Central
Equador. Her family was poor,
so on birthdays and Christmas
there were no gifts.

Her family did not attend church but her sister did. She started attending with her and one Sun-
day all the children received a gift filled shoebox from Operation Christmas Child.

Diana, now 28, recalls the treasures in the box. She received toys, soap, pencils, and many more
wonderful gifts. It wasn’t what was in the box, but the realization that someone packed that
shoebox to show that God loved her.

At 8 years old that seed was planted in her heart. She began to attend church and learned what
Jesus had done for her. At 16 she gave her life to Christ and received him as her Savior.
