Please Note: According to law, all tithes and
offerings given after Dec. 31, 2021, unless post-
marked by December 31, 2021, must be credited
to your 2022 gifts even if the check is dated in
December 2021. You will receive your state-
ment for 2021 in January. Remember the tax
law allows you to claim $300 for Single, and
$600 for Married Filing Jointly on your tax re-
turn even if you take the standard deduction and
do not itemize, so keep your statement.
