MAKING AN IMPACT IN THE
UKRAINE BY PACKING SHOEBOXES
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OPERATION CHRISTMAS CHIE

Many shoeboxes that were packed were sent to bless children in the Ukraine!
Here is some interesting info about that corner of the world:
- The Ukraine is about 16th the size of the USA or about the size of Texas and has a
population of 44.4 million people compared to Texas which has a population of nearly
30 million..
- The average annual HOUSEHOLD income is less than $2,000 (US dollars).
- There are nearly 8 million children in the Ukraine with an increasing number of them
being brought up in single parent homes. More than 100,000 Ukrainian children live in
orphanages — most who have been abandoned by their own family due to lack of fi-
nances but also due to alcoholism, abuse, crime and poor health.
- Unemployment is >10%. For comparison: Missouri had an unemployment rate of
5.8% at the end of 2020.
- The Eastern Orthodox church (which is similar to Catholicism) is what most Ukraini-
an’s would label as their religion.
Pray for the children who have received shoeboxes.
The most important thing you can pack in a shoebox is PRAYER::.
