RECIPE FOR

DE-STRESSING

Preheat by counting your blessings.
Begin with sparkling clean utensils. It
is important to wash away past fail-
ures.

Separate seven days into equal parts of
giving and receiving.

Mix gently.

Wait patiently for ingredients to rise.
While you are waiting, add other in-
gredients: a pinch of gratitude, a hand-
ful of forgiveness, a dash of hope, a
drop of kindness. Do not keep the lid
tight. Let off a little steam frequently.
Remove from heat at the first sign of
burning.

Garnish with a smile or a tear. Each
has its own time. Remember this may
not turn out exactly like the picture.
Don’t worry—just try again.
